Illustrated Talk about “The Yorkshire Wolds”

Over 60 people attended a most interesting and informative talk by David Neave held in Thixendale Village Hall, part of a programme organised by HWHG.

Following his welcome and introduction by D Sharpe (chairman HWHG), David Neave outlined the topography of the Yorkshire Wolds through a geological timeframe then, through a series of maps, diagrams and photographs, he traced the development of the Wolds through land use, habitation and dwellings from early settlement through to the present day.  In particular David used exemplars from local villages to demonstrate his extensive research into the history of the East Riding.
