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HISTORY EXHIBITION AT WETWANG

The High Wolds Heritage Group History Exhibition in the Wetwang village hall over the weekend 19th and 20th September was the culmination of weeks of hard work for the members from Wetwang, Fridaythorpe, Fimber and Towthorpe.  The amount and variety of the exhibits astounded everyone.  The main part of the exhibition dealt with Wetwang and was split into sections covering farming in the village, the village school, sport, shops and trades, the village hall, the church, the chapel, the railway, family history, geology of the area and archaeology.  There were also displays of village history from Fridaythorpe, Fimber and Towthorpe, a slide show of ‘Wetwang Then and Now’ and a short film of a Fridaythorpe resident recalling her memories of the village.  The display boards and walls were adorned with hundreds of photographs of the villages, many not seen in public before.  In addition to all this, a display of memorabilia by the Wetwang Branch of the Yorkshire Countrywomen, covering the period from 1820 to 1950 gave the finishing touch to an excellent exhibition.
